What: An inspiring traditional march with Catholic men walking together in honor of St. Joseph. Along the way, we will recite the 
Litany of St. Joseph and the Holy Rosary, and sing hymns while carrying banners, flags, and sacramentals of our faith. 

Why: A unique opportunity organized by K of C Council 18037 for all men and boys to:  

• Honor the head of the Holy Family as the timeless model of true masculinity and a beacon of fortitude and strength; 

• Bear public witness to the beauty and dignity of Catholic culture; 

• Seek his intercession as we take up spiritual arms of fasting, prayer, and sacraments in defense of Holy Mother Church;  

• Offer reparation for sins, grow in holiness, and inspire others to grow in faith. 

When: High Mass 10:00 – 11:30 am at St. Joseph Catholic Church in Rockdale. Then the march departs and is expected to 
arrive at ~1:30 pm at St. Joseph Catholic Church in Joliet. Following a brief reflection in the Church, participants may partake in 
fellowship and lunch outside with options available for purchase from on-site vendors. Conclude by 3:00 pm.     

Logistics: This is a coordinated 3.1-mile walk organized as a single group marching together. Ensure you have a ride to pick 
you up once we conclude. Bring good walking shoes, a Rosary, and any personal necessities. Water bottles will be provided.
